A meeting of the Sioux City Public Museum Board of Trustees was held Friday, September 9,
2016, at 12:00 p.m. at the Sioux City Public Museum.

Called to Order: The meeting was called to order at 12:00 p.m. by Vice-Chair Flanagan.

Minutes: Lego made a motion to approve the August 3 minutes as submitted. The motion was
seconded by Colling and passed unanimously.

Financial Report: Hansen reported the budget is looking good. This month starts the new
budgeting process for FY 18 with the first meeting scheduled in November. Hansen noted the
Association just completed their FY audit and all went well. Colling made a motion to approve
the financial report as submitted. The motion was seconded by Boykin and passed
unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS:

Museum Facilities: Hansen reported only one bid was received for the Welcome Center’s
exterior painting project and it was rejected due to the cost being higher than anticipated. A
new contract has been negotiated with the contractor, Lines and Stripes, and work is scheduled
to begin the week of September 12. Roofing repairs have been completed on the Museum roof
by Nohava Construction. There were several small areas on the roof that were damaged during
the Museum Fagade project. Hansen noted improvements and painting is also taking place on
the City’s skywalk and the contractors are using the Museum’s Nebraska Street entrance.

Exhibitions and Events: Hansen reported the City Manager’'s press conference was held
today at 10 a.m. at the Museum. The Museum announced the opening of our New to You
exhibition. This exhibit will run through November 27 and includes many recent artifact
donations that have not been displayed before. The Museum is also showcasing additional
murals from Uncle John’s Records that were not previously on display. The next temporary
exhibit will be a A Photo Album of Ireland. Hansen noted he was approached about having the
curator of this show come to Sioux City for a program with all expenses being paid by a donor.
Hansen is working on logistics but is looking at some time in December.



Sports Exhibit: Hansen reported he submitted a RFP for the conceptual design phase of the
new permanent sports exhibit. Both Hilferty and M. Catton & Co. submitted a proposal within
the $8,000 to $10,000 range. Hansen noted there would be continuity by using Hilferty but
Catton is local as he is based out of LeMars. Both firms would include exhibit components,
graphics, electronic interactives and AV options. The Museum would bid out the installation of
the exhibit using local contractors. Hansen noted he is continuing to work with members of the
Sports Hall of Fame and has been in touch with the athletic directors from both Briar Cliff and
Morningside College. Hansen reported he has applied for a $55,000 MRHD grant which would
be matched dollar to dollar to help fund the new sports exhibit.

Staffing Update: Hansen reported Theresa Weaver-Basye, Connie Macfarland and Tom
Munson have been interviewing applicants for the Archival Records Clerk position. This
position will be a hybrid position that will include work in both the education department and the
archives. Hansen reported a full staff is on board at the Welcome Center and things are going
well. Hansen noted volunteers and interns play a key role in all areas of the Museum.

NEW BUSINESS:

Annual Association Meeting: Hansen reported the Association will hold their annual meeting
on Tuesday, September 13, 6:30 p.m. at the Museum. The annual meeting is a business
meeting that is open to the Association membership and will include the election of new officers.
Volunteer Dinner: Hansen noted the annual Volunteer Dinner will be held on Monday, October
24 at the Museum. The evening will begin with a social half-hour at 5:30 p.m. followed by
dinner and a short program.

ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business, Lego made a motion to adjourn the meeting
at 11:45 p.m. The motion was seconded by Nesselhuf and passed unanimously.
