The National Association of Intercollegiate Athletics (NAIA) Volleyball Championship will return to 
Sioux City’s Tyson Events Center November 29th through December 3rd with the top 32 women’s 
volleyball teams in the country competing for the national title.

Sioux City, the final site for the Championship, will host 32 teams placed in to eight pools, all 
competing in round-robin pool play November 29th – December 1st. The the top two teams from 
each pool will advance to the single-elimination bracket starting December 2nd. Semi-final matches 
will take place at 11am on December 3rd, followed by the tournament championship match at 7pm.  
 
NAIANetwork.com, the NAIA’s official video-streaming home, will broadcast all of the matches live 
at the 2016 NAIA Volleyball National Championship final site in Sioux City. The video platform, 
powered by Stretch Internet, will include live statistics, social media interaction and be available on 
mobile-friendly devices. Single day passes can be purchased for $9.95, while a pool play pass is 
$24.95 (Nov 29-Dec 1) and an all-championship package is available at $34.95. For more 
information and to pre-register, visit www.NAIANetwork.com.
